Wide-ranging discussion takes place at working dinner ...
	Representatives of SPAA joined with colleagues from ABTA; and tour operator, airline, airport and travel agent colleagues, to meet with MSPs at the Scottish Parliament at Holyrood, 08 September, for a working dinner and round-table discussion on travel and transport matters. Amongst the MSPs participating were Lord Foulkes, Sir Jamie McGrigor and Charlie Gordon, and the exchange of views was, according to SPAA President Brian Potter, “lively, covering many issues including proposed high speed rail links, APD, passenger financial protection, and direct air links from Scotland.”  
The working dinner took place as part of the continuing drive – by ABTA, SPAA and others - to move forward and lobby as a single, coherent and co-ordinated voice.

Said the SPAA President, “Our discussions ranged widely, and even included Scotland’s inbound tourism market, and its impact on the nation’s economy. Meetings such as these keep the issues that matter to the fore, and already we are looking towards a similar event at Westminster, later this year.”
