5.1 Category & Schedule Overhaul 

A serious overhaul of the categories we have, and the schedule of an SXC weekend.

Categories: Fun Under 16 (1 lap male & female)
Juvenile (1 lap male & female)
Fun Over 16 (2 laps male & female)
Youth (2 laps male & female)
Junior (3 laps male & female)
Sport (4 laps male, 3 laps female) 18-40 years*
Expert/Elite (5 laps male, 4 laps female) 18-40 years**
Veterans (3 laps male, 2 laps female) 40+ years***


*The Expert/Elite Event would be for current Elite/Expert licence holders, plus current sport, master & veteran riders who want to compete in the longer, faster race. Juniors would require dispensation from British Cycling or Scottish Cycling to compete in this event.

**The Sport Event would be for current Sport, plus master riders who didn’t want the Expert/Elite event distance or speed, plus veteran & junior riders who want to compete in a longer, faster race. 

***The Veterans race would be for all current Veteran, Grand Veteran & Super Veteran riders, and hopefully the faster riders would step up to the challenge of the Sport & Expert/Elite events.

There would need to be a seperate Championships event outside of the series (cut the series to 6 rounds) with the current BC categories.

Up to 10.30am – Official Practice 1
10.30 – 11am – Course Closed
11am – Race 1 (Fun, Juvenile, Youth, Junior, Veteran plus all Women)
1.00pm – 1.30pm – Official Practice 2
1.00pm – Race 2 (Primary Schools)
1.30pm – Prize-giving Races 1 & 2
2.00pm – Race 3 (Men’s Sport, Expert/Elite)
4.30pm – Prize-giving Race 3

5.2 That women’s categories remain unchanged, e.g. Fun, Sport, Masters, Veteran, Grand Veteran, Expert, Elite, regardless of any changes to the format and categories of the Men’s races (not required if motion 5.1 is rejected).

5.3 Riders must race in their licence category (non licenced riders must compete in their age group category - 18 - 29yrs = sport or fun), except in the case of age related groups (juniors, masters, veterans etc), who may request written discretion from the SXC Committee to compete in the elite race if appropriate.  If a rider feels their licence category does not reflect their ability, a licence upgrade can be requested from British Cycling (not required if motion 5.1 is adopted).

16.30 – Prizegiving for 2pm race.

5.5 Hold two prize givings, one for the earlier race and one for the 2pm race to allow riders with a long distance to travel to receive their prizes (not required if either motion 5.1 or 5.4 is adopted).
