2. Chairman’s Report

3. Treasurer’s Report

SXC took £5k less in entry fees in 2010, and with an increase in costs in all areas, including never before charged levies for the Primary Races (which had free entry), has led to a £2000 overspend.
It is likely that entry fees for Primary races will be re-introduced, and entry fees will be increased for other categories.

6. Any Other Competent Business.

Bill Ross gave an update on the current situation regarding the Forestry Commission.

FC are essentially looking to generate an income from events on their estates, regardless of the size or nature of the event.  The proposed agreement with Scottish Cycling which is currently being negotiated will hand over all the risk and significant new financial burdens onto organisers, which will make FCS land innaccessable to small, not for profit organisations like SXC.
